The other day | read an article by Jonathan Lewis, Coor-
dinator of Evangelization and Young Adult Initiatives for
the Archdiocese of Washington --now that is a title for you
-- in which he asked why Pope Francis inspires our young
people (age 18-33). His answer is that “Pope Francis
offers an authenticity that inspires institutional trust, and a
renewed enthusiasm for being Catholic.” Jonathan
thought that this was unusual for a group that may have
recently completed their college or graduate studies. For
this group, called millennials, Pope Francis offers a rea-
son to thrust and a renewed enthusiasm to be shared.

In another article found in the journal of the Lepanto Insti-
tute for the Restoration of All Things in Christ (a research
and education organization dedicated to the defense of
the Catholic Church, under the name of the Holy League),
it stated that there are some organizations which claim
that they are Catholic (e.g., Catholic Relief Services, the
Catholic Campaign for Human Development, the Catholic
Health Association) and yet are giving aid and comfort to
the enemies of Christ. Catholic men and women who
hold political office and promote abortions, contraception
and homosexuality are also placed into this category.
The Catholic Campaign, etc., bring out facts on both indi-
viduals and organizations. They are a voice and source
of information for our bishops.

Cardinal Burke stated that Church teaching on sexuality
(to clarify that, divorced and remarried Catholics and ac-
tive homosexuals cannot receive communion) must be
clarified and that this can only be done by Pope Francis.
The Cardinal recognizes that the Pope does not have the
power to change Catholic teachings, but feels that our
Holy Father is taking a more “pastoral” or
“compassionate” approach than that of Pope Benedict
XVI or even Saint Pope John Paul Il. On the subject of
same-sex attractions, Cardinal Burke stated that although
some individuals show contempt toward these individuals,
the Church has never assumed this position. The Church
takes the position of working to helping these people to

“find a way to live chastely.”

From the Vatican, we have the following answer to the
guestion: “If a Catholic individual was married in the
Church, then divorced from his or her partner, then re-
married out of the Church, that person cannot receive
communion unless he or she separates from their current
spouse or because of the obligation of raising an existing
family, that individual has to reconcile in the sacrament of
penance and is ready to take a way of life that is no
longer in contradiction to the indissolubility of marriage to
take on oneself the duty to live in complete continence, by
abstinence from the acts proper to married couples.”
There are many conditions, however, there is a solution.

If ever our Vatican bureaucracy were placed over the
knee of a pope and given a paddling, it was the Roman
Curia on December 22. The Pope called the Curia a
“dynamic body,” naturally vulnerable to “maladies,” to
“dysfunction,” and to “infirmities.” Had he stopped there, |
suppose that that would have been earth-shaking
enough, however, the Pope did not. He went on to de-
nounce that their “hypocrisy was typical of the mediocre.”
More strongly, he went on to say those Curia members
who forgot their personal relationship with Jesus have
become completely dependent on their own passions,
whims and manias,” making them “mean persons, un-
happy and inspired only by their own fatal egoism. The
Pope further noted that those of the Vatican bureaucracy
are prone to “spiritual Alzheimer’s, existential schizophre-
nia, publicity-seeking, the terrorism of gossip and even
having a poor sense of humor.” Once, when | served as
a professor, had our dean spoke to us this way, | wonder
what | or my fellow instructors would have said. One sug-
gestion, that | can think of, would have been make sure
that this had stayed within our group and not reached the
press. It reminded me of when Jesus made a whip with
his belt and thrashed the dealers in the temple.
