CHURCH ACTIVITIES REPORT

The Catholic Church teaches, in Canon 1398 of Canon 
Law, that a person who procures a successful abortion 
incurs an automatic excommunication.  In order to sup-
port the gravity of this sin, initially, it would require a 
bishop or a designated special confessor to grant absolu-
tion.  Recently, Pope Francis has decreed that a priest 
may do this.  

Recently, Cardinal Wuerl, by his own definition, stated 
that he was a “dissenter”, under Popes John Paul II and 
Pope Benedict XVI, concerning communion be given to 
pro-abortion Catholic politicians.  Now Cardinal Wuerl, 
finds fault with those brother cardinals who support not 
distributing communion to those individuals who have 
married, then divorced and now are remarried.  It is obvi-
ous that he is a follower of Cardinal Kasper, of Germany, 
who has already placed this into practice.  Cardinal Wuerl 
has stated, “Dissent is perhaps something we will always 
have, lamentable as it is, but we will always have Peter 
and his successors as the rock and touchstone of both 
our faith and our unity”. 

More recently, some religious have documented that 
Pope Francis has been influenced by the General Con-
gregation of the Jesuits to praise Bernard Haring as a 
true mentor.  Haring is a priest who for decades has pro-
posed and promoted what we would call “dissenting the-
ology”.  This individual, with others like him, had faulted 
Popes Paul VI and John Paul II.  The group encouraged 
Catholics to think for themselves and to resist the teach-
ings of these popes.  Now, we find Pope Francis “praising 
those who do not affirm the definitive moral teachings of 
the Catechism”. It seems that now the gates of Hell 
should swing wide open to allow those who practice the 

above mentioned concepts, to pass through.  

As noted by some of our clergy, “we now see bishops 
ambivalent towards pro-life”.  It has been stated that the 
two Synods on the Family had been “stacked with bish-
ops desiring to ignore or dismiss the magisterial teaching 
of John Paul II.”  We may find that these changes are be-
ing promoted under that which has been praised as the 
“Church of Francis.”  We should all pray for the defense 
of the “timeless infallible moral teaching of our Church 
and protect the People of God from ongoing confu-
sion”,according to Father Peter Milchell, H.E.D., a priest 
of the Diocese of Green Bay.  

Four cardinals have written to Pope Francis asking for a 
clarification n several issues.  The Pope has not erspond-
edand the cardinals made their request public.  Msgr. Vito 
Pinto, head of the Vatican highest appeals court, criti-
cized these cardinals, saying that their comments are 
equal to a “slap in the face to the Pope”.  To truly find 
fault with these four cardinals, the Monsignor did state 
that almost the majority of the first synod and two-thirds 
majority in the second synod had approves what Pope 
Francis is attempting to pass.  Should this be the case, I 
feel that the Catholic Church could be in some trouble.  

Recently, our Holy Father told the 17 new cardinals that 
there is “no place for Catholics with the virus of polariza-
tion and animosity in our hearts but that they must be 
messengers of forgiveness and reconciliation”.  As I am 
writing this, I think of what our Holy Father meant when 
he said “Who am I to Judge”.  I am sure that those words 
may also apply to me.

Membership Corner

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On December 16, some 40 children and about an equal numbers of parents and friends came to the District 18 Fam-
ily Christmas Party.  Hosted by Rock Creek, there were members from St. Joseph Manyanet, Mater Dei, and St. 
Elizabeth (including Msgr. Bill Parent) councils.  The children had fun with face painting, balloons being twisted into 
various shapes, playing musical chairs, receiving gifts and prizes, and meeting with Santa.  A 50-50 raffle raised 
$210, the pick a prize raffle raised about $140, and the silent auction brought in about $40.  The proceeds will go to 
the Holy Cross sisters in Uganda.  Everybody had a fun-filled afternoon. 
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Military Chaplain Scholarship Program 

The Knights of Columbus has established a scholarship 
program to help fund the education of seminarians pre-
paring to become Catholic chaplains in the U.S. Armed 
Forces. 

The program is in the process of distributing $1 million in 
scholarship money to the Archdiocese for the Military Ser-
vices, USA, over a period of five years at a rate of 
$200,000 per year.  These funds, in turn, are helping to 
produce a new generation of much-needed Catholic 
chaplains to minister to U.S. military personnel and their 
families.  Fundraising for the Orderwide project is led by 
the Fourth Degree, the patriotic degree of the Knights. 

Catholics in uniform face religious hardships, having to go 
weeks — and sometimes months — without being able to 
attend Mass or receive spiritual guidance from a priest.  It 
can be very difficult for Catholic members of the armed 
forces when they're on forward deployments. 

The U.S. military archdiocese, which supplies Catholic 
chaplains, estimates that it needs 800 priests to fully 
serve all of the Catholic men and women in uniform to-
day, but they are only able to supply 280 — barely a third 
of the number needed. 

The military chaplain scholarship aims to provide a solu-
tion to this problem.  According to Archbishop Timothy P. 
Broglio of the Archdiocese for the Military Services, USA, 
the scholarship money is being dedicated to the archdio-
cese's "Co-Sponsored Seminarian Program," which was 
initiated to recruit priestly vocations for the military for the 
benefit of the armed forces as well as participating dio-

ceses and religious orders throughout the country.  
Through this program, the military archdiocese contracts 
with each participating diocese to fund 50 percent of the 
cost of a seminarian's five-year education — typically 
$12,500 per year. In return, the candidate agrees that, 
following ordination and three years of service at a parish, 
he will commit to serve as a military chaplain under the 
auspices of the military archdiocese for a minimum of 
three to five years. 

So far, the Co-Sponsored Seminarian Program has seen 
impressive results. Since its inception, the initiative has 
garnered an increase in co-sponsored seminarians, from 
seven in 2008 to 30 in 2010. 

"These results, while extraordinary, place a large financial 
burden on the archdiocese, which annually generates 
only enough funds — 95 percent from donations — to 
cover its operating costs," said Archbishop Broglio, who 
joined the Order in 2007 while serving as the apostolic 
nuncio of the Dominican Republic. "The archdiocese has 
no funds on hand to meet the long-term contractual com-
mitments of the Co-Sponsored Seminarian Program, es-
pecially if, as it is hoped, the numbers continue to grow." 

"Thanks to the generosity of the Knights of Columbus, 
this military chaplain scholarship will help fill this need for 
years to come," Broglio added.  "The Knights of Colum-
bus, over many years, has been most generous in provid-
ing much-needed financial support to this archdiocese.... 
[This] is but the latest instance of the organization's gen-
erosity. For that, I am most grateful."
